Pickett’s Charge





With the end of Pickett’s Charge, the Battle of Gettysburg was over.  On the night of July 4, Lee began his retreat to Virginia, expecting a counterattack from the Federal army.  Meade, did not attack, due probably to heavy rains which hampered pursuit of the retreating Confederates.  During the three days of battle, the Union Army had about 23,000 casualties, and the Confederates had at least 25,000 dead.
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The battle took place on the day of July 1 through July 4, 1863.  This battle was considered the turning point of the war because so many of the confederate soldiers had dies.  The union had won the battle.
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
