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Gettysburg

The war of Gettysburg started July 1 through July 3, 1863.  General George G.Meade led the Northern army of about 90,000 men to victory against General Robert E. Lee.  Lee led the Southern army of about 75,000 men. The two forces met accidentally in the little town of Gettysburg.  The shooting began when a Confederate brigade ran into Union cavalrymen in Gettysburg on July 1st.  Northern troops settled south of town in a strong defensive position.  Lee tried to crack the left side of the Union defenses on the second day.  Lee’s and Meade’s forces each suffered nearly 23,000 casvalites.

On June24, 1863 Robert E Lee led his confederate army across the Potomac River and headed towards Pennsylvania. In response to this threat President Lincoln replaced his army commander General Joseph Hooker with General George mead.  Meade’s effort was inadvertently helped by lees cavalry commander jib Stuart who instead of reporting union movements to lee had gone off on a raid deep in the Union rear. This action let Lee blind to the Union’s position. When a scout reported the Union approaches Lee ordered his scattered troops to converge west of the small village of Gettysburg Pennsylvania.  
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
