 The Bloody Battle Of Gettysburg

The bloodiest battle of the war took place the first week of July in the small town of Gettysburg Pennsylvania between Meade’s Potomac army and lee’s northern Virginia regiments.


On June 30, General Lee learned that 95,000 men from the Union Army of the Potomac which had been led by Major General George G. Meade had been pursuing them.


On July 1, Lee had ordered several brigades to go east and search for the Union Army location and look for food for the troops.  The Union and Confederate troops met northwest of Gettysburg and started firing at each other.  Word was sent back to both of the commanders who sent reinforcement troops into the battle.


For the next two days Lee’s army came together at Gettysburg from the west and the north.  The Union Army entered Gettysburg from the south and southeast.


The battle lasted from July 1, to July 4.


After four days of fighting, the Union had finally won  the  battle. Over all there were 51,000 casualties.  All  of  the  homes  and  churches  held a  grave  of  a  solider  which  had  been  quickly dug  and  filled.
