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Pickett Has Charged!


July 3, 1863, Pickett has charged against Union Armies under General Robert E. Lee’s command! Confederate Generals Pickett and Pettigrew started from Seminary Ridge. They fought up to Union lines. There was hand to hand combat between Pickett and the 72nd Regiment. Pickett and Pettigrew where separated Pickett to the left and Pettigrew to the right.  They were then outnumbered and pushed back. Pickett had to surrender. Pickett lost 3,000 men and 15 regimental commanders.
