The small town of Gettysburg, Pennsylvania was a the site of the largest battle ever fought during the American Civil War. Fought  in the first three days of  July 1863 , the battle of Gettysburg resulted in a huge victory for the Union  “Army of the  Potomac “and successfully ended the second invasion of the North by General Robert E. Lee’s ‘’Army of Northern Virginia’’. Historians have referred to the battle as a major turning point in the war .It was also the bloodiest single battle of the war , resulting in over 51,000 soldiers killed , wounded, captured or missing. The Soldiers’ National Cemetery at Gettysburg was dedicated on November19,1863, when President Lincoln went to the battlefield to dedicate it as a military cemetery.  The main speaker, Edward Everett of Massachusetts, delivered a two-hour formal address.  The president then had his turn.  He spoke in his high pitched voice and in a little over two minutes delivered the amazing speech of only 272 words that surprised many people in the audience by its shortness and leaving others quite unimpressed.    Over the speech and its words – government of the People, by the People, for the People – have come to symbolize the definition of democracy itself.   
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
